Complaint Procedures 

Complaint procedures are made available to students, parents, and guardians 
through publication on the district website. Any individuals or groups may make 
a complaint.  The district employee who receives a complaint shall notify the 
compliance officer. When a person wishes to make a complaint, she or he shall 
complete form 3210 F-1 “Discrimination Complaint/Inquiry form” and file the 
complaint with the compliance officer. The district’s compliance officer is 
designated to receive informal or formal complaints, and to oversee the 
complaint process.
